Jamshidieh Park is one
of the oldest and most
beautiful parks in north
of Tehran located in a
mountainous region with
stonypavements.

Unique  architecture,
artificial waterfalls,
beautiful pondsandartistic
elements create a lovely
viewoftheregionand make
thisparkdistinctfromother
parksinthe capital.

In 1976, the park was
opened to the publicand
turnedinto one ofthe major
touristattractions of the
capital.

The parkis 1,800 meters
from Niavaran Street
located betweentherocky
walls of the Kolakchal
Mountain, Jamshidieh
Streetand Kolakchal Road.
Frominside the park you
can reach the slopes of
Kolakchal and continue
the hiking path to the
mountain’s peak.
Jamshidiehissituatedatthe
highestpointof Tehranwith
alake,adjacent waterfalls
androckyfacades. Thepark
hasfourentrances.
Duetoits proximity to the
mountains of northern
Tehran, itis always one of
thefirstplacesinthe capital
coveredinsnow.

As you climb the stairs
behind the waterfall, you
reachtheupperfloorsofthe
parktohaveabeautiful view
of Tehran.

The park has been
renovated twice since ts
launch,andin 1995, sixteen
hectares were added to
itsarea. Thenewareawas
named “Ferdowsi” afterthe
Iranianfamouspoet.
Jamshidieh Art House,
amphitheater,  pond,
pergola, birds’ cage,
numerous statues with
natural, cultural and
mystical concepts,as well
asrestaurants, fountains
andrestroomsareamong
thefacilities ofthe park.
One oftheunique features
of Jamshidiahisits rocky
rough floor that reminds
peopleofthe pure nature of
forestgardens.

Ifyou continue your way
totheuppersectionsofthe
park, you finally getto the
placewhereyoucanlookat
Tehrandifferently.
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Namakdan Salt Cave:
One ofthe Longest Cavesin the World

Namakdan Salt Cave in Qeshm Islandis one ofthe
mostattractive natural landmarksin Hormozgan
province. The white streaks of salt on the exterior
side ofthe mountain of the cave have madeitstand
outinthelandscape.

AboutNamakdan SaltCave

The SaltDomeislocated on the
south western partof Qeshm of
island, and hosts the longestsalt
cave of the world (Namakdan
Cave) thatis 6kminlength.Salt
domes are formed when a huge
amount of salt moves towards
the earth’s surface due to its
light structure compared to its
surrounding structures. Salt
domes emerge in areas which
have weak surface structures
and openings,and appear as Salt
domeonthe earth surface.

The Salt domes have many
interesting aspects such as
salt falls, salt springs and salt
caves, with various geological
formationsthathave been prone
to erosion and dissolution
processes.Rainwater gradually
penetrates the Salt Dome through
its crevices, allowing the water
dissolve the salt and enter the
dome. Similarto other calcareous
caves oftheworld, the formation
ofthe Salt Cave hasbeen following
aKarst-like mechanism, by which
waterpenetrating through a
joint may gradually dissolve the
surroundingareas, forming open
and large cave-like structures.As
the dissolution processisnotthe
same for all areas, size and shape
ofthese cavesand openings differ,
givingrisetolargeand openspaces
insome areas, whilein otherareas
verynarrow corridors are formed
where one only can getthrough the
caveby crawling.

Some of the most amazing
structures that may be found
inside the Salt Cave are Stalactites
and Stalagmites, as well as

saltcrystals (such as needle-
shaped, round, or multi-facet)
formed by sedimentation of
salt.In addition, in some areas
where waterhas penetrated to the
ground, some beautiful ponds have
been formed with salt crystals
at the bottom.One of the main
attractions around the SaltDome
and the Salt Cave, are geological
structures thatare composed of
variouslayersofcolorful minerals
and stones. These are indeed
gifts from the depths ofthe earth
which have been broughtto the
surface throughthe rise of the
Salt dome. The age difference
betweenthese mineralsandother
geological structures on the
island is over millions of years,
anddifferent color in minerals
represent different chemical
elements. Forexample, the red
colorrepresentsthe Iron,and the
yellow colorreflectsthe presence
of Sulfur.

Anotherinteresting phenomena
around the Salt Dome, is the
presenceof very shiny and
silvery particles, reflecting the
presence of Oligist (atype of [ron
oxide )that may be observed on
the sandy beaches, creatinga
beautiful landscape. These are
the remains oflarge Oligists that
havebroken down and eroded,
and widely distributed. Oligists
and other Ironoxides may be
found inabundance around Salt
domes.While visiting the Salt
Dome and the Salt Cave, one has
to be extremelycautious not to
fall, asthere are many holes that
have been formed bydissolution
processand are sometime hidden
and covered by a thin layerofsalt,
whichishard todistinguish atfirst
sight.Itisimportantto note that
this geositeis very vulnerable to
visitation,as the Salt Dome and
the Salt Cave and their related
structures havetaken thousands
ofyearsto form. Each piece of salt

crystalthathasbeenformedinside
the Salt Dome and Salt Cave, if
damaged, needsanotherhundreds
ofyearstobe formed. Therefore,
extreme caution by visitors
ishighly required and advised to
protectand conserve thisunique
geositefor the nextgenerations.

Namakdan SaltCave

Location of Namakdan Salt Cave
Thissaltdomeis 90 kilometers far
fromthecity of Qeshmandisonthe
southwestern partoftheisland.It
isina2-kilometer distance from
theroad.Ifyouareanaturelover,
you can walk this distance to get
tothe cave. Thereisnotmuchlight
whenyouenterthe caveanditgets
darkerasyouwalkforward to the
depth ofthe cave. Therefore, do
notforgetto take flashlights with
you.Pleasealsonote thatyouneed
anexpertguideorelse youwill get
lost.

Structure of Namakdan Salt Cave
Salts that are excavated from
this cave are used in medicine.
Professional athletes take the pills
ofthese salts for their muscles.
According to national and
international research, Namakdan
SaltCaveisrecognized asoneofthe
longestsalt cavesinthe world with
about6400-meterlength.

World slams ICC’s decision to notinvestigate

US war crimes in Afghanistan

In a stark reminder of how the US military

industrial complex puts pressure oninternational

watchdogbodies to toeitsline, International

Criminal Court (ICC) has rejected a request

to initiate investigationinto US war crimes in

Afghanistan.

Inadecisionthathasbeenblasted as
“deeply flawed” and a “devastating
blow forvictims”,ICCjudges on Friday
turned down arequestby the court’s
prosecutor to startan investigation
into war crimes committed by the
US and other actors in war-ravaged
Afghanistan.

In a detailed ruling, judges said
an investigation “would not serve
the interests of justice” because an
investigation and prosecution was
unlikely to be successful, as entities
like the US forces, Afghan authorities
and the Taliban, are not expected to
cooperate.

Global watchdog Human Rights Watch
(HRW) condemned the ruling, calling
it“adevastatingblow for victims who
have suffered grave crimes without
redress.”

In a statement, the Trump
administration hailed the decision not
toinvestigate USpersonnel as “amajor
international victory, notonly for these
patriots, but for the rule of law.”
Pertinently, the US government had
recently threatened the ICCand its
judgesifitopened caseagainstthe US
personnelinwar-torn Afghanistan.
“The USwill withdraw or deny visas
to any ICC personnel investigating
possible war crimes by US forces or
alliesin Afghanistan,” US Secretary of
State Mike Pompeo said lastmonth.
The court, which hasitsheadquarters
inThe Hague, responded thatitwasan
independentand impartial institution
and would continue to do its work
“undeterred” by USthreats.

ICC did hit back then but soon felt
intimidated by mafia-style threats by
theadministrationin Washington.
The ICC’s decision comes just days
after the US governmentrevoked the
ICC chiefprosecutor Fatou Bensouda’s
visabecause theinvestigationinvolved
crimes committed by the US forces.
Bensouda’s request to open an
investigation said thereisinformation
thatmembers of the US military and
intelligence agencies “committed acts
of torture, cruel treatment, outrages
upon personal dignity, rape and sexual
violence against conflict-related
detaineesin Afghanistan and other
locations, principallyinthe 2003-2004
period.”

Shealsosaid thatthe Talibanand other
insurgentgroupshavekilled more than
17,000 civilians since 2009, including
almost 7,000 targeted killings.
Shealsoalleged that Afghan security
forces have tortured prisoners in
government-runjails.

The ICC decision does acknowledge
thatthe November 2017 request from
Bensoudatoopenaprobe “establishes
areasonable basis to consider that
crimes within the ICC jurisdiction
have been committed in Afghanistan
and that potential cases would be
admissible before the Court,” said a
reportin AP.

In a written reaction, the court’s
prosecution office said it “will
further analyze the decision and its
implications,and considerall available
legalremedies.”

The ICC judges claimed that their
decisionwasinfluenced by the prospect
ofinvestigators having to deal with
challenginginvestigations, alack of
ready state cooperationand budgetary
constraints, the APreportsaid.
Patrick Baudouin, president of the
International Federation for Human
Rights, called therejectiona “dark day
forjustice” and a “shocking decision,
which is based on a deeply flawed
reasoning.’

Sima Samar, the chairman of
Afghanistan’s Independent Human
Rights Commission, said the decision
wasadisappointmentforvictims.
Human Rights Watch said the ruling
establishes a dangerous precedent.
“Thejudges’logic effectively allows
states to optoutontheir obligation
to cooperate with the court’s
investigation,” said Param-Preet Singh,
the group’s associate international
justicedirector.

“This sends a dangerous message
to perpetrators that they can put
themselvesbeyond thereach ofthelaw
justbybeinguncooperative.”

Iran and Turkey, together with Russia, are the guarantors
ofaceasefirein Syriawhich hasbeen brokered after several
rounds of peace talks, known as the Astana process.

Home-grown Kosar fighter
jetmakes airshowdebutover
Tehran

Iran’s home-grown fighter jet dubbed ‘Kosar’
made its firsttraining airshow flight over the
skies ofthe Capital Tehran on Tuesday.

The newly-developed aircraftisatwin-engine
military fighter, which is capable of carrying
various weapons and is used for short aerial
supportmissions.

Kosaris equipped with the fourth generation of
avionics systems, and it can carry variouskinds
of missilesand bombs thatare designed and
manufactured domestically and there willbe no
need forany foreign help.

The Army staff performed a training maneuver
over the capital’s skies on Tuesday morning
with a Kosar fighter, along with three other
jets,namely a domestically-built advanced
supersonictrainer fighterjet,named Saeqeh, a
MiG-29 fighter,and an F-5 warplane.

ABoeing 707 military tanker -amid-sized, long-

The airshow was performed two-days ahead of
National Army Day (April 18), which marks the
establishmentofthe Islamic Republic of Iran’s
Army.

extinguished. “There are still small outbreaks, the
coolingoffprocessisstillunderway, new outbreaks were
reported and contained rightaway,” CNN quoted him as
saying,addingthat “therisk offireisnow ruled out; now
it'saboutthebuilding knowhow the structure will resist
tothisseriousfirelastnight.”
